How I loved, as a teenager, to dance to the rousing rhythm of that hymn,
“When the Saints Go Marching In.” Unfortunately I never knew it was a
hymn until I was twenty-nine! I remember my absolute shock — and delight
— when the words suddenly came alive! All I could think was, How blind,
how deaf I have been. My body caught the rhythm of the song, my lips ut-
tered its words, but I was absolutely clueless as to its true meaning until my
dear Lord took away the veil.I was to be among that number when the saints
would go marching into heaven! Hallelujah! It was something to rejoice
over.

Well, Beloved, our study of Numbers is all about when the saints, God’s holy
people, go marching out — out from Sinai to the land promised to them as
an everlasting possession.

Although it is an account of the journeyings of Israel, you are going to dis-
cover so much that is applicable to your life. Yet in this first week it might
not seem this way. In fact you could find yourself wondering why on earth
you ever bought this book, ever committed to this study!

So this is a word of caution, of exhortation: Hangeth thou in there. Get
through this first lesson. The best is yet to come. And as you study, remem-
ber that because there is still a veil over the eyes of Israel, and since Israel’s
day of redemption as a nation is yet future (as pictured in the Day of Atone-
ment which you studied in Leviticus), Numbers is a significant book to
them, even today. It is part of the Torah, the first five books of the Bible, and
to the Jews is the most sacred portion of all the Bible.

It’s important to understand the Jews, to be able to reason with them from
the Scriptures, so give all you have to the study of this book. Remember, the
gospel was preached by Paul to the Jew first and then to the Gentile. His
strategy as he traveled was to go first to the synagogue and reason with the
Jews until they cast him out. Then he would move on to the Gentiles, taking
with him those Jews whose veil was lifted as they believed Jesus was the
Christ, the long-awaited Messiah.

4. In the Appendix of this workbook you will find a copy of the book of Numbers
from the New American Standard Bible. We believe it is the best word-for-word
translation. These are called Observation Worksheets. Following are some key
words and phrases that you will want to mark on these Observation Worksheets.' If
you see others, of course feel free to mark them. Just don’t miss these.

As you observe the text, you may want to do it right in your Bible, especially if you have a
Bible conducive to this,such as The New Inductive Study Bible. This way you always have
your notes right there in the Bible and can use it as a teaching tool when you share truth
with others in any capacity. The New Inductive Study Bible 1s on the market. It is smaller
than the original and much easier to carry. It’s absolutely wonderful.

10 “So you shall appoint Aaron and his sons that they may keep their
priesthood, but the layman who comes near shall be put to death.”

911 Again the LORD spoke to Moses, saying,

12 “Now, behold, I have taken the Levites from among the sons of Israel
instead of every first-born, the first issue of the womb among the sons of’
Israel. So the Levites shall be Mine.

13 “For all the first-born are Mine; on the day that I struck down all the
first-born in the land of Egypt, I sanctified to Myself all the first-born in
Israel, from man to beast. They shall be Mine; I am the LORD.”

914 Then the LORD spoke to Moses in the wilderness of Sinai, saying,

15 “Number the sons of Levi by their fathers’ households, by their families;
every male from a month old and upward you shall number.”

16 So Moses numbered them according to the word of the LORD, just as he
had been commanded.

17 These then are the sons of Levi by their names: Gershon and Kohath and
Merari.

Of Gershon was the family of the Libnites and the family of the Shimeites;
these were the families of the Gershonites.

Their numbered men, in the numbering of every male from a month old

and upward, even their numbered men were 7,500.

The families of the Gershonites were to camp behind the tabernacle

westward,

and the leader of the fathers” households of the Gershonites was Eliasaph

the son of Lael.

Now the duties of the sons of Gershon in the tent of meeting involved the

tabernacle and the tent, its covering, and the screen for the doorway of the

tent of meeting,

and the hangings of the court,and the screen for the doorway of the court,
which 1s around the tabernacle and the altar, and its cords, according to all

the service concerning them.

And of Kohath was the family of the Amramites and the family of the

Izharites and the family of the Hebronites and the family of the Uzzielites;
these were the families of the Kohathites.

In the numbering of every male from a month old and upward, there were

8,600, performing the duties of the sanctuary.

The families of the sons of Kohath were to camp on the southward side of
the tabernacle,

and the leader of the fathers” households of the Kohathite families was

Elizaphan the son of Uzziel.

Now their duties involved the ark, the table, the lampstand, the altars, and

the utensils of the sanctuary with which they minister, and the screen,and

all the service concerning them;

and Eleazar the son of Aaron the priest was the chief of the leaders of Levi,
and had the oversight of those who perform the duties of the sanctuary.

Of Merari was the family of the Mahlites and the family of the Mushites;
these were the families of Merari.

Their numbered men in the numbering of every male from a month old

and upward, were 6,200.

And the leader of the fathers’ households of the families of Merari was

Zuriel the son of Abihail. They were to camp on the northward side of the

tabernacle.
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36 Now the appointed duties of the sons of Merari involved the frames of the
tabernacle, its bars, its pillars, its sockets, all its equipment, and the service
concerning them,

37 and the pillars around the court with their sockets and their pegs and their
cords.

938 Now those who were to camp before the tabernacle eastward, before the
tent of meeting toward the sunrise, are Moses and Aaron and his sons,
performing the duties of the sanctuary for the obligation of the sons of
Israel; but the layman coming near was to be put to death.

39 All the numbered men of the Levites, whom Moses and Aaron numbered
at the command of the LORD by their families, every male from a month
old and upward, were 22,000.

940 Then the LORD said to Moses, “Number every first-born male of the
sons of Israel from a month old and upward, and make a list of their names.

41 “And you shall take the Levites for Me, I am the LORD, instead of all the
first-born among the sons of Israel, and the cattle of the Levites instead of
all the first-born among the cattle of the sons of Israel.”

42 So Moses numbered all the first-born among the sons of Israel, just as the
LORD had commanded him;

43 and all the first-born males by the number of names from a month old and
upward, for their numbered men were 22,273.

944 Then the LORD spoke to Moses, saying,

45 “Take the Levites instead of all the first-born among the sons of Israel and
the cattle of the Levites. And the Levites shall be Mine;I am the LORD.

46 “And for the ransom of the 273 of the first-born of the sons of Israel who
are in excess beyond the Levites,

47 vyou shall take five shekels apiece, per head; you shall take them in terms of
the shekel of the sanctuary (the shekel is twenty gerahs),

48 and give the money, the ransom of those who are in excess among them,
to Aaron and to his sons.”

49  So Moses took the ransom money from those who were in excess,beyond
those ransomed by the Levites;

50 from the first-born of the sons of Israel he took the money in terms of the
shekel of the sanctuary, 1,365.

51 Then Moses gave the ransom money to Aaron and to his sons, at the
command of the LORD, just as the LORD had commanded Moses.

12 and they shall take all the utensils of service, with which they serve in the
sanctuary, and put them in a blue cloth and cover them with a covering of
porpoise skin, and put them on the carrying bars.

13 “Then they shall take away the ashes from the altar, and spread a purple
cloth over it.

14 “They shall also put on it all its utensils by which they serve in connection
with it: the firepans, the forks and shovels and the basins, all the utensils of
the altar;and they shall spread a cover of porpoise skin over it and insert its
poles.

15 “And when Aaron and his sons have finished covering the holy objects and
all the furnishings of the sanctuary, when the camp is to set out, after that
the sons of Kohath shall come to carry them, so that they may not touch

the holy objects and die. These are the things in the tent of meeting which
the sons of Kohath are to carry.

16 “And the responsibility of Eleazar the son of Aaron the priest is the oil for

it, with the sanctuary and its furnishings.”

Then the LORD spoke to Moses and to Aaron, saying,

15 the man shall then bring his wife to the priest, and shall bring as an
offering for her one-tenth of an ephah of barley meal; he shall not pour oil
on it,nor put frankincense on it, for it is a grain offering of jealousy, a grain
offering of memorial, a reminder of iniquity.
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916 ‘Then the priestshall bring her near and have her stand before the LORD,

17 and the priest shall take holy water in an earthenware vessel; and he shall
take some of the dust that is on the floor of the tabernacle and put if into
the water.

18 “The priest shall then have the woman stand before the LORD and let the
hair of the woman’s head go loose, and place the grain offering of
memorial in her hands, which is the grain offering of jealousy, and in the
hand of the priest is to be the water of bitterness that brings a curse.

19 ‘And the priest shall have her take an oath and shall say to the woman, “If
no man has lain with you and if you have not gone astray into uncleanness,
being under the authority of your husband, be immune to this water of
bitterness that brings a curse;

20 1ifyou, however, have gone astray, being under the authority of your husband,
and if you have defiled yourself and a man other than your husband has
had intercourse with you”

21 (then the priest shall have the woman swear with the oath of the curse,and
the priest shall say to the woman), “the LORD make you a curse and an
oath among your people by the LORD’s making your thigh waste away
and your abdomen swell;

22 and this water that brings a curse shall go into your stomach, and make
your abdomen swell and your thigh waste away.”” And the woman shall say,

“Amen. Amen.”

€123 ‘The priest shall then write these curses on a scroll, and he shall wash them
off into the water of bitterness.

24 ‘Then he shall make the woman drink the water of bitterness that brings a
curse, so that the water which brings a curse will go into her and cause
bitterness.

25 ‘And the priest shall take the grain offering of jealousy from the woman’s
hand, and he shall wave the grain offering before the LORD and bring it to
the altar;

26 and the priest shall take a handful of the grain offering as its memorial
offering and offer if up in smoke on the altar, and afterward he shall make
the woman drink the water.

27 ‘“When he has made her drink the water, then it shall come about, if she has
defiled herself and has been unfaithful to her husband, that the water
which brings a curse shall go into her and cause bitterness, and her
abdomen will swell and her thigh will waste away, and the woman will
become a curse among her people.

28 ‘Butif the woman has not defiled herself and is clean, she will then be free
and conceive children.
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929 ‘This is the law of jealousy: when a wife, being under the authority of her
husband, goes astray and defiles herself,

30 or when a spirit of jealousy comes over a man and he is jealous of his wife,
he shall then make the woman stand before the LORD, and the priest shall
apply all this law to her.

31 ‘Moreover, the man shall be free from guilt, but that woman shall bear her

‘He shall not make himself unclean for his father or for his mother, for his
brother or for his sister, when they die, because his separation to God is on
his head.

‘All the days of his separation he is holy to the LORD.

‘But if 'a man dies very suddenly beside him and he defiles his dedicated
head of hair, then he shall shave his head on the day when he becomes
clean; he shall shave it on the seventh day.

‘Then on the eighth day he shall bring two turtledoves or two young
pigeons to the priest, to the doorway of the tent of meeting.

‘And the priest shall offer one for a sin oftering and the other for a burnt
offering, and make atonement for him concerning his sin because of the
dead person. And that same day he shall consecrate his head,
and shall dedicate to the LORD his days as a Nazirite, and shall bring a
male lamb a year old for a guilt offering; but the former days shall be void
because his separation was defiled.

‘Now this is the law of the Nazirite when the days of his separation are
tulfilled, he shall bring the offering to the doorway of the tent of meeting.
‘And he shall present his offering to the LORD: one male lamb a year old
without defect for a burnt offering and one ewe-lamb a year old without
defect for asin offering and one ram without defect for a peace offering,
and a basket of unleavened cakes of fine flour mixed with oil and
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unleavened wafers spread with oil, along with their grain oftering and
their libations.

16 ‘Then the priest shall present them before the LORD and shall ofter his sin
offering and his burnt offering.

17 ‘He shall also ofter the ram for a sacrifice of peace ofterings to the LORD,
together with the basket of unleavened cakes; the priest shall likewise ofter
its grain offering and its libation.

18 “The Nazirite shall then shave his dedicated head of hair at the doorway of
the tent of meeting, and take the dedicated hair of his head and put it on
the fire which is under the sacrifice of peace ofterings.

19 ‘And the priest shall take the ram’s shoulder when it has been boiled, and
one unleavened cake out of the basket, and one unleavened wafer, and
shall put them on the hands of the Nazirite after he has shaved his
dedicated hair.

20 ‘Then the priest shall wave them for a wave oftering before the LORD. Itis
holy for the priest, together with the breast oftered by waving and the
thigh offered by lifting up; and afterward the Nazirite may drink wine.

€21 “This is the law of the Nazirite who vows his oftering to the LORD
according to his separation, in addition to what else he can afford,
according to his vow which he takes, so he shall do according to the law of
his separation.”

€22 Then the LORD spoke to Moses, saying,

and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two oxen, five rams, five male goats,
five male lambs one year old. This was the oftering of Nahshon the son of’

85 each silver dish weighing one hundred and thirty shekels and each bowl
seventy; all the silver of the utensils was 2,400 shekels, according to the
shekel of the sanctuary;

11 “Aaron then shall present the Levites before the LORD as a wave oftering
from the sons of Israel, that they may qualify to perform the service of the
LORD.

12 “Now the Levites shall lay their hands on the heads of the bulls; then offer
the one for a sin offering and the other for a burnt oftering to the LORD,
to make atonement for the Levites.

13 “And you shall have the Levites stand before Aaron and before his sons so
as to present them as a wave offering to the LORD.

9 14 “Thus you shall separate the Levites from among the sons of Israel, and the
Levites shall be Mine.

15 “Then after that the Levites may go in to serve the tent of meeting. But
you shall cleanse them and present them as a wave offering;

16 for they are wholly given to Me from among the sons of Israel. I have
taken them for Myself instead of every first issue of the womb, the
first-born of all the sons of Israel.
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17 “For every first-born among the sons of Israel is Mine, among the men
and among the animals; on the day that I struck down all the first-born in
the land of Egypt I sanctified them for Myself.

18 “But I have taken the Levites instead of every first-born among the sons of
Israel.

19 “And I have given the Levites as a gift to Aaron and to his sons from
among the sons of Israel, to perform the service of the sons of Israel at the
tent of meeting, and to make atonement on behalf of the sons of Israel,
that there may be no plague among the sons of Israel by their coming near
to the sanctuary.”

€20 Thusdid Moses and Aaron and all the congregation of the sons of Israel to
the Levites; according to all that the LORD had commanded Moses
concerning the Levites, so the sons of Israel did to them.

21 The Levites, too, purified themselves from sin and washed their clothes;
and Aaron presented them as a wave offering before the LORD. Aaron also
made atonement for them to cleanse them.

22 Then after that the Levites went in to perform their service in the tent of
meeting before Aaron and before his sons; just as the LORD had
commanded Moses concerning the Levites, so they did to them.

€23 Now the LORD spoke to Moses, saying,

24 “This is what applies to the Levites: from twenty-five years old and upward
they shall enter to perform service in the work of the tent of meeting.

25 “But at the age of fifty years they shall retire from service in the work and
not work any more.

26 “They may, however, assist their brothers in the tent of meeting, to keep an
obligation; but they themselves shall do no work. Thus you shall deal with
the Levites concerning their obligations.”

THUS the LorD spoke to Moses in the wilderness of Sinai, in the first
month of the second year after they had come out of the land of Egypt,
saying,

2 “Now, let the sons of Israel observe the Passover at its appointed time.

3 “On the fourteenth day of this month, at twilight, you shall observe it at its
appointed time; you shall observe it according to all its statutes and
according to all its ordinances.”

4 So Moses told the sons of Israel to observe the Passover.

5 And they observed the Passover in the first month,on the fourteenth day of
the month, at twilight, in the wilderness of Sinai;according to all that the
LORD had commanded Moses, so the sons of Israel did.

6 But there were some men who were unclean because of the dead person, so
that they could not observe Passover on that day; so they came before
Moses and Aaron on that day.

7 And those men said to him, “Though we are unclean because of the dead
person, why are we restrained from presenting the offering of the LORD
at its appointed time among the sons of Israel?”

8 Moses therefore said to them, “Wait, and I will listen to what the LORD
will command concerning you.”

§ 9 Then the LORD spoke to Moses, saying,

10 “Speak to the sons of Israel, saying, ‘If any one of you or of your
generations becomes unclean because of a dead person, or is on a distant
journey, he may, however, observe the Passover to the LORD.

11 ‘In the second month on the fourteenth day at twilight, they shall observe
it; they shall eat it with unleavened bread and bitter herbs.

12 ‘They shall leave none of it until morning, nor break a bone of it;
according to all the statute of the Passover they shall observe it.

13 ‘But the man who is clean and is not on a journey, and yet neglects to
observe the Passover, that person shall then be cut off from his people, for
he did not present the offering of the LORD at its appointed time. That
man shall bear his sin.

14 ‘And if an alien sojourns among you and observes the Passover to the
LORD, according to the statute of the Passover and according to its
ordinance, so he shall do; you shall have one statute, both for the alien and
for the native of the land.”
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Now on the day that the tabernacle was erected the cloud covered the
tabernacle, the tent of the testimony, and in the evening it was like the
appearance of fire over the tabernacle, until morning.

So it was continuously; the cloud would cover it by day,and the appearance
of fire by night.

And whenever the cloud was lifted from over the tent, afterward the sons
of Israel would then set out; and in the place where the cloud settled
down, there the sons of Israel would camp.

At the command of the LORD the sons of Israel would set out, and at the
command of the LORD they would camp;as long as the cloud settled over
the tabernacle, they remained camped.

Even when the cloud lingered over the tabernacle for many days, the sons
of Israel would keep the LORD’s charge and not set out.

If sometimes the cloud remained a few days over the tabernacle,according
to the command of the LORD they remained camped. Then according to
the command of the LORD they set out.

If sometimes the cloud remained from evening until morning, when the
cloud was lifted in the morning, they would move out; or if it remained in the
daytime and at night, whenever the cloud was lifted, they would set out.
Whether it was two days or a month or a year that the cloud lingered over
the tabernacle, staying above it, the sons of Israel remained camped and
did not set out; but when it was lifted, they did set out.

At the command of the LORD they camped, and at the command of the
LORD they set out; they kept the LORD’ charge, according to the
command of the LORD through Moses.

Numbers
Chapter 9
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THE Lorp spoke further to Moses, saying,

2 “Make yourself two trumpets of silver, of hammered work you shall make
them; and you shall use them for summoning the congregation and for
having the camps set out.

3 “And when both are blown, all the congregation shall gather themselves
to you at the doorway of the tent of meeting.

4 “Yet if only one is blown, then the leaders, the heads of the divisions of
Israel, shall assemble before you.

5 “But when you blow an alarm, the camps that are pitched on the east side
shall set out.

6 “And when you blow an alarm the second time, the camps that are pitched
on the south side shall set out;an alarm is to be blown for them to set out.

7 “When convening the assembly, however, you shall blow without sounding
an alarm.

8 “The priestly sons of Aaron, moreover, shall blow the trumpets; and this
shall be for you a perpetual statute throughout your generations.

9 “And when you go to war in your land against the adversary who attacks
you, then you shall sound an alarm with the trumpets, that you may be
remembered before the LORD your God,and be saved from your enemies.

10 “Also in the day of your gladness and in your appointed feasts, and on the
first days of your months, you shall blow the trumpets over your burnt
offerings, and over the sacrifices of your peace ofterings; and they shall be
as a reminder of you before your God. I am the LORD your God.”

911 Now it came about in the second year, in the second month, on the
twentieth of the month, that the cloud was lifted from over the tabernacle
of the testimony;

12 and the sons of Israel set out on their journeys from the wilderness of
Sinai. Then the cloud settled down in the wilderness of Paran.

13 So they moved out for the first time according to the commandment of
the LORD through Moses.

14 And the standard of the camp of the sons of Judah, according to their
armies, set out first, with Nahshon the son of Amminadab, over its army,

15 and Nethanel the son of Zuar, over the tribal army of the sons of Issachar;

16 and Eliab the son of Helon over the tribal army of the sons of Zebulun.

9117 Then the tabernacle was taken down; and the sons of Gershon and the
sons of Merari, who were carrying the tabernacle, set out.
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Next the standard of the camp of Reuben, according to their armies, set
out with Elizur the son of Shedeur, over its army,

and Shelumiel the son of Zurishaddai over the tribal army of the sons of
Simeon,

and Eliasaph the son of Deuel was over the tribal army of the sons of Gad.
Then the Kohathites set out, carrying the holy objects; and the tabernacle
was set up before their arrival.

Next the standard of the camp of the sons of Ephraim, according to their
armies, was set out, with Elishama the son of Ammihud over its army,
and Gamaliel the son of Pedahzur over the tribal army of the sons of
Manasseh;

and Abidan the son of Gideoni over the tribal army of the sons of
Benjamin.

Then the standard of the camp of the sons of Dan, according to their
armies, which formed the rear guard for all the camps, set out, with Ahiezer
the son of Ammishaddai over its army,

and Pagiel the son of Ochran over the tribal army of the sons of Asher;
and Ahira the son of Enan over the tribal army of the sons of Naphtali.
This was the order of march of the sons of Israel by their armies as they set out.
Then Moses said to Hobab the son of Reuel the Midianite, Moses’
father-in-law, “We are setting out to the place of which the LORD said, ‘I
will give it to you’; come with us and we will do you good, for the LORD
has promised good concerning Israel.”

But he said to him, “I will not come, but rather will go to my own land and
relatives.”

Then he said, “Please do not leave us, inasmuch as you know where we
should camp in the wilderness, and you will be as eyes for us.

32 “So it will be, if you go with us, it will come about that whatever good the

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LORD does for us, we will do for you.”
Thus they set out from the mount of the LORD three days’ journey, with
the ark of the covenant of the LORD journeying in front of them for the
three days, to seek out a resting place for them.
And the cloud of the LORD was over them by day, when they set out from
the camp.
Then it came about when the ark set out that Moses said,
“Rise up, O LORD!
And let Thine enemies be scattered,
And let those who hate Thee flee before Thee.”
And when it came to rest, he said,
“Return Thou, O LORD,
To the myriad thousands of Israel.”

Chapter 10
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NOW the people became like those who complain of adversity in the

hearing of the LORD; and when the LORD heard it, His anger was
kindled, and the fire of the LORD burned among them and consumed
some of the outskirts of the camp.

The people therefore cried out to Moses, and Moses prayed to the LORD,
and the fire died out.

So the name of that place was called Taberah,because the fire of the LORD
burned among them.

And the rabble who were among them had greedy desires; and also the
sons of Israel wept again and said, “Who will give us meat to eat?

5“We remember the fish which we used to eat free in Egypt, the

cucumbers and the melons and the leeks and the onions and the garlic,

but now our appetite is gone. There is nothing at all to look at except this
manna.”

Now the manna was like coriander seed, and its appearance like that of
bdellium.

The people would go about and gather if and grind it between two
millstones or beat if in the mortar, and boil if in the pot and make cakes
with it; and its taste was as the taste of cakes baked with oil.

And when the dew fell on the camp at night, the manna would fall with it.

Now Moses heard the people weeping throughout their families, each
man at the doorway of his tent; and the anger of the LORD was kindled
greatly, and Moses was displeased.

So Moses said to the LORD, “Why hast Thou been so hard on Thy
servant? And why have I not found favor in Thy sight, that Thou hast laid
the burden of all this people on me?

12 “Was it I who conceived all this people? Was it I who brought them forth,

that Thou shouldest say to me, ‘Carry them in your bosom as a nurse
carries a nursing infant, to the land which Thou didst swear to their
fathers’?

13 “Where am I to get meat to give to all this people? For they weep before

me, saying, ‘Give us meat that we may eat!’

14 “I alone am not able to carry all this people, because it is too burdensome

for me.
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15 “So if Thou art going to deal thus with me, please kill me at once, if I have

tound favor in Thy sight, and do not let me see my wretchedness.”

The LORD therefore said to Moses, “Gather for Me seventy men from the
elders of Israel, whom you know to be the elders of the people and their
officers and bring them to the tent of meeting, and let them take their
stand there with you.

17 “Then I will come down and speak with you there, and I will take of the

Spirit who is upon you, and will put Him upon them;and they shall bear
the burden of the people with you,so that you shall not bear it all alone.

18 “And say to the people, ‘Consecrate yourselves for tomorrow, and you

shall eat meat; for you have wept in the ears of the LORD, saying, “Oh that
someone would give us meat to eat! For we were well-oft in Egypt.”
Therefore the LORD will give you meat and you shall eat.

“You shall eat, not one day, nor two days, nor five days, nor ten days, nor

twenty days,

but a whole month, until it comes out of your nostrils and becomes
loathsome to you;because you have rejected the LORD who is among you
and have wept before Him, saying, “Why did we ever leave Egypt?”’”
But Moses said, “The people,among whom I am,are 600,000 on foot; yet
Thou hast said, ‘T will give them meat in order that they may eat for a

whole month’

22 “Should flocks and herds be slaughtered for them, to be sufficient for

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them? Or should all the fish of the sea be gathered together for them, to be

sufficient for them?”

And the LORD said to Moses, “Is the LORD’s power limited? Now you

shall see whether My word will come true for you or not.”

So Moses went out and told the people the words of the LORD. Also, he

gathered seventy men of the elders of the people, and stationed them

around the tent.

Then the LORD came down in the cloud and spoke to him;and He took

of the Spirit who was upon him and placed Him upon the seventy elders.
And it came about that when the Spirit rested upon them, they

prophesied. But they did not do if again.

But two men had remained in the camp; the name of one was Eldad and

the name of the other Medad. And the Spirit rested upon them (now they

were among those who had been registered, but had not gone out to the

tent), and they prophesied in the camp.

So a young man ran and told Moses and said, “Eldad and Medad are

prophesying in the camp.”

Then Joshua the son of Nun, the attendant of Moses from his youth,
answered and said, “Moses, my lord, restrain them.”

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But Moses said to him, “Are you jealous for my sake? Would that all the
LORD’ people were prophets, that the LORD would put His Spirit upon
them!”

Then Moses returned to the camp, both he and the elders of Israel.
Now there went forth a wind from the LORD, and it brought quail from
the sea,and let them fall beside the camp, about a day’s journey on this side
and a day’s journey on the other side, all around the camp, and about two
cubits deep on the surface of the ground.

And the people spent all day and all night and all the next day, and
gathered the quail (he who gathered least gathered ten homers) and they
spread them out for themselves all around the camp.

While the meat was still between their teeth, before it was chewed, the
anger of the LORD was kindled against the people, and the LORD struck
the people with a very severe plague.

So the name of that place was called Kibroth-hattaavah, because there
they buried the people who had been greedy.

From Kibroth-hattaavah the people set out for Hazeroth, and they
remained at Hazeroth.
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
